At Sisk Park we have a putting course, horseshoe court, basketball hoop,
volleyball court and bocce ball courts.

Phase | and Phase Ill homeowners may reserve the Ramada at Sisk Park up to
three months in advance through the Phase |l Recreation Manager and upon
payment of $150. A refund of $50 will be considered.

Park hours are: 6:00 amto 11:00 pm. This activity area is pet free.
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SWIMMING

The four adult pools, for age 16 and over, are: Cottonwood, Palo Verde,
Michigan Avenue Gate (salt water) and Cottonwood Lap Pool (ages 19 and
over). Hours are 7:00 am to 11:00 pm.

No children under the age of 10 are permitted to use these pools or pool areas
at any time. Children 10 years and over may use the main pools between the
hours of Noon and 2:00 pm

The Children’s Pool at Cottonwood (salt water) is for the use of children under
the age of 16. Adult supervision of all children is mandatory at all times. Hours
are from 7:00 am to 10:00 pm.

TENNIS

The tennis facilities consist of 5 hard courts at Cottonwood and two Premier
courts at Palo Verde. Hours are from 6:00 am to 11:00 pm. Membership for
Cottonwood Tennis Courts and Fitness Center are required for all Phase Il
Homeowners.

Information, schedules, sign-ins for scheduled play and registration forms for
the Cottonwood Tennis Club are available at the tennis bulletin board just
outside the fitness center.

Court waiting procedures for drop-in play.

The first team to sign up on the waiting list is entitled to the next available court.
At least one player must stay in the sign up area and all players must be
present at the time of court availability, otherwise the next full team present is
entitled to the vacant court.
